There is a good atmosphere in the 9  grade and the students are motivated to learn. They sometimes help each other to do
their difficult homework even during the break and after school. In addition, they do not hesitate to express their individual
opinions, even when they are different from the others. Since they have recognized that their time to spend in this school is
already limited, they are often willing to have a lot of precious and unforgettable experiences in their daily school lives and in
school events, which will become special memories later.

When it comes to English, the students have a tendency to notice the importance of English language. Some of the students
have a dream to get a job which has something to do with English for their future. Therefore, the students attempt to learn a
lot of vocabulary and grammar to improve their English skills.

On the other hand, they often have difficulty in expressing their opinion in English, though they acquire the difficult words and
grammar. One of the reasons to cause this problem is a tendency that learners spend a lot of time reading and writing, but not
speaking. They have higher motivation to read a difficult or long essay and to write their ideas rather than to speak out their opinions.

(4) The Statement and Its Background

The students already had their debate before this lesson, under the statement “Saturday should be a holiday in school.”
The background of the statement given to the students is that many private schools give lectures to their students on Saturday,
although many public schools do not in Japan. It is being said that the students in private schools study more than the ones in
public schools. Therefore, there is a tendency that some public schools now start to make their students come to school even
on Saturday, giving them lessons. The statement written above arises from this phenomenon. The opportunity to think about
this statement and the background is given to the students.

The statement given in this lesson is “English should be taught in elementary schools.” Because the new course
of teaching will be introduced in 2011, English will be taught for the first time in elementary schools. Some people are in
favor of this new introduction, but others are not. One of the main reasons for the change, for example, is that Japanese
learners should start early to learn English, which is an international language. Others are against that because they believe
our national language should be taught thoroughly prior to teaching English. The opportunity to discuss this is given to the
students in the lesson.
